The Town of Windsor will receive sealed bids for the construction of a salt storage 

facility until 2:00 p.m., Thursday – August 22, 2013 at the Windsor Town Hall, 4084 

Mueller Road, Deforest, WI 53532.   At that time, the bids will be opened and read 

aloud.  The envelope containing the bid must be sealed and addressed to the Town of 

Windsor and clearly marked "Sealed Bid Salt Storage Facility ". 

 
The work shall consist of the design, construction and supply of all materials necessary 
to construct a salt storage facility.  The town will receive bids for four alternate salt 
storage facilities, one style and capacity will be selected for construction at 4084 Mueller 
Rd., DeForest, Wisconsin 
 

Salt Storage Facility Scope of Work: 
1. Alternate salt storage facility sizes nominal capacity of 800 or 1000 tons 
2. Alternate storage facility styles: geodetic dome or rectangular shed 
3. Each facility will have a minimum 10 foot high concrete walls 
4. Wood superstructure  
5. Asphalt shingle roof and final siding is style requires it 
6. Site grading for drainage and storage facility foundation 
7. Concrete apron at storage facility door and asphalt facility floor  
8. Electric service to facility 
9. Electric operated rolling door with manual override 
10. Interior and exterior lighting fixtures 
11. Site erosion control per Dane County, Wisconsin Standards

AWARD OF CONTRACT. It is anticipated that the Windsor Town Board will select and 
award contracts at a regularly scheduled Town Board Meeting after the scheduled time 

of closing bids.  If the bid is accepted, the bidder shall execute a contract and submit the 

required certificate of insurance within 10 days after notice of award.  Failure on the part 

of the bidder will result in the withdrawal of the award. 

 

The Town of Windsor reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any 

technicalities, and accept any bid, which it deems advantageous to the Town. No bid 

shall be withdrawn after the opening of bids without the consent of the Town of Windsor 

for a period of 60 days after the scheduled time of closing bids.
