RE-APPROVAL OF VILLAGE BOARD RESOLUTIONS 2017-82, 2017-83 
& 2017-92 FOR THE CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP AND PARK 

VACATION IN THE PLAT OF WINDSOR GARDENS 

WHEREAS, on August 15, 2017, the Windsor Village Board adopted Resolution 2017—82, approving a 

Certified Survey Map to create a new lot which was subject to several conditions stated therein. The approval 

expired 180 days after adoption of the resolution if the Petitioner was unable to complete the actions required 

therein prior to expiration; and 

WHEREAS, on August 15, 2017, the Windsor Village Board adopted Resolution 2017-83, authorizing the 

filing of a petition to vacate a portion of Outlot 10 as parkland in order to create a new lot which was subject to 

several conditions stated therein; and 

WHEREAS, on September 21, 2017, following a public hearing, the Windsor Village Board adopted 

Resolution 2017-92, authorizing the filing of the above petition subject to several conditions stated therein; and 

WHEREAS, the Village Board approval of the above actions required the conditions to be satisfied within 
180 days, which period of time has now expired; and 

WHEREAS, the petitioner has been unable to satisfy all of the conditions stated in Village Board 

Resolutions 2017-82, 2017-83 and 2017-92; and 

WHEREAS, the Village of Windsor Plan Commission recommends an extension to the approvals, subject 

to conditions in Plan Commission Resolution 2018-03; and 

WHEREAS, the Windsor Village Board finds it is in the public interest to permit an extension of time to 

satisfy the conditions stated in Village Board Resolutions 2017—82, 2017—83 and 2017—92. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Windsor Village Board as follows: 

The expiration dates set forth in paragraph 9 of Village Board Resolution 2017-82 is hereby extended to 
one hundred eighty (180) days from the date of adoption of this Resolution. All other terms and conditions stated 

in said resolutions shall remain as stated therein.
