ORDINANCE 2019-28

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2-200 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
CONCERNING THE PARK COMMISSION

WHEREAS, Windsor was formerly a town and established the Park Commission pursuant to
section 60.66 of the Wisconsin Statutes, which establishes a 7 member commission, each serving 7 year
terms; and

WHEREAS, Village Staff recommends amendments to the Code of Ordinances regarding the
membership of the Park Commission; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the Village Board ofthe Village ofWindsor, Dane County, Wisconsin, do
ordain as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 2-200 of the Windsor Code of Ordinances is hereby amended to read as
stated in the attached Exhibit A.

SECTION 2. All other provisions of Code of Ordinances not specically amended herein shall
remain unmodied and in full force and effect.

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication as provided by law.

The above and foregoing Ordinance was duly adopted at a meeting of the Village Board of the Village of
Windsor held on October 17, 2019, by a vote of S in favor and O opposed.

EXHIBIT A

Sec. 2-200. - Park Commission.

(a) Composition. The Park Commission shall consist of seven members, including one Trustee.

(b) Appointments.

(1) Trustee Member. The Village Trustee member shall be appointed annually by the Village
President, subject to conrmation by the Village Board. The Village Trustee member shall
serve as a member for such year only so long as they hold their office as Village Trustee.

(2) Resident Members. The resident members shall be appointed by the Village President, subject
to confirmation by the Village Board. The term of each resident member shall be for a
staggered term of three years. except that the initial appointments may be shorter or longer to
establish the staggered terms.

(c) Vacancies. Whenever a vacancy shall occur, a member, consistent with the composition of the
commission, shall be appointed by the Village President and confirmed by the Village Board to fill the
unexpired term.

(d) Ofcers. The members of the Park Commission shall elect at its first meeting in May of each year a
chairperson and vice-chairperson from among its membership, and shall keep a public record of its
resolutions, transactions and findings.

(e) Duties. Under the direction of the Board, the Park Commission shall administer the parks and
recreation system of the Village. The Commission shall annually submit a proposed budget for its
activities for the subsequent year for consideration by the Village Board. The Commission shall make
recommendations to the Village Board on matters pertaining to parks and recreation and perform such
other duties as requested by the Village Board.
